Do I Have To Attend a Specific High School If I Am Still In Year 11 or 12? 
Students must attend the Victorian College of the Arts Secondary School (VCASS).  

• Students should apply to enrol at VCASS after being accepted into the Certificate IV.

How Is The Selection Made? 
Selection involves an audition, interview and physiotherapy assessment.  

• Each application is assessed on individual merit

-Ballet 

-Movement Improvisation 

-Posture Requirements
